The Association organises an annual lecture programme, conference and study days, and publishes an annual Journal in addition to the Transactions of its conferences.

A Twelfth-Night Party was held after the 6 January lecture, a drinks reception was held after the George Zarnecki Memorial lecture on 3 February, and the President hosted a reception after the 5 May lecture.
The 2010 conference was held in Newcastle between 17 and 21 July. Organised around the theme ‘Medieval Art, Architecture and Archaeology in Newcastle and Northumberland’, it was attended by 108 members and guests.  A total of 26 papers were read at the Herschel Building Lecture Theatre at the University of Newcastle. On the Sunday the Conference broke into four groups to visit various sites within Newcastle, namely the Castle, Trinity House, Quayside and St Nicholas. The Monday afternoon took the conference to St Paul's, Jarrow and Tynemouth Priory, while the whole of Tuesday was devoted to visits, beginning with St Peter's and St Andrew's at Bywell along with Bywell Castle (with the kind permission of Lord Allendale), and continuing to Housesteads, the Abbey and Moot Hall at Hexham and Aydon Castle. The President's Reception was held at the Great North Museum, while the Association was also honoured with receptions at the Mining Institute, and at Aydon Castle, for which we offer thanks to all involved, particularly to English Heritage for their generosity at Aydon Castle. The President was in attendance throughout the conference, introducing proceedings and offering eloquent thanks to our various hosts. The Association wishes to record its gratitude to all those who assisted in the smooth running of the Conference, and in addition to those below must single out the distinguished Newcastle historian, Dr. Grace McCombie, and County Archaeologist, David Heslop, whose help and advice were invaluable, along with the President and executive committee of the Society of Antiquaries of Newcastle upon Tyne. Grateful thanks are also due to the site speakers, namely Steven Brindle and Eric Cambridge in Newcastle, Rosemary Cramp at Jarrow, John McNeill at Tynemouth, Eric Cambridge and Philip Dixon at Bywell, Martin Henig at Housesteads, Jenny Alexander, Geoff Brandwood, John Crook, Peter Fergusson and Charles Tracy at Hexham, and Philip Dixon at Aydon. Ultimately there are many individuals without whom the conference would have been much the poorer, but without the industry and resourcefulness of the Conference team there would have been no conference, and the Association wishes to offer heartfelt thanks to Jeremy Ashbee and Julian Luxford, Conference Convenors, Kate Davey, Conference Organiser, and Natalie Hill, Conference Secretary in making this such a successful event.
Preparations for the Krakow Conference, to be held in July, 2011 are well in hand.
In an entirely separate initiative, one of the Association’s members, John Osborn, generously underwrote the Association's launch of what it hopes will become a biennial series of International Conferences concerned with Romanesque art and architecture. The first of these conferences addressed the theme Romanesque and the Past: Retrospection in the Art and Architecture of Romanesque Europe. It took place in London over the long weekend of 9-11 April, 8 papers being read on the Friday at the Victoria and Albert Museum, with 17 papers being heard over the Saturday and Sunday at the Courtauld Institute.  A total of 135 people attended the conference, and the Association awarded 15 scholarships to post-graduate students from France, Germany, Spain, Portugal, the UK and US. The President and many of the Association's officers played essential roles in promoting this conference, and the Association wishes to express its gratitude to them, to the small Steering Group which ultimately brought the conference into being, and to the 25 speakers from 8 countries who enlightened the conference with their papers. Others, whose help was invaluable, included Glyn Davies and Paul Williamson at the V&A, along with Paul Crossley and John Lowden at the Courtauld, and the Association is immensely grateful to them for all they did. The Saturday evening was marked by a reception in the Courtauld Galleries to honour the contribution of a great Romanesque scholar, Professor George Zarnecki (1915-2008), and the Association would like to thank the Director of the Courtauld, Professor Deborah Swallow, for so generously, and gracefully, hosting the event. Grateful thanks are also due to the Conference team, namely John McNeill and Richard Plant, Conference Convenors, and Natalie Hill, Conference Secretary. Finally, without the resourcefulness and keen generosity of John Osborn there would be no International Conference series, and the Association is profoundly in his debt. The Association will publish the Transactions of this conference, which it is hoped will appear in 2012.
The Association has also launched a series of study days with the aim of encouraging students to engage with some of the methods and approaches employed by specialists in particular areas of the history of art, architecture and archaeology. The fourth of these was devoted to wall paintings, and took place in May at Shorthampton, Oxfordshire. It was organised by Mellie Naydenova-Slade and attended by 18 students and members of the Association, 6 of whom were awarded student scholarships. The Association wishes to thank the organisers, Jane Spooner and Mark Perry - conservator of the Shorthampton murals - for their invaluable help before and during the event. A fifth UK study day was held in Shropshire in October, devoted to worked stones and their reuse, visiting the English Heritage archaeological store at Atcham, Wroxeter Roman city site and St Andrew’s church, Wroxeter, attended by 20 people, 4 of whom were students who were awarded scholarships. The lead role here was taken by Dr. Richard K. Morris, and the Association is indebted to Richard for his meticulous planning - and the erudition and scholarly care he devoted to the day. The Association is also grateful to Peter Draper for coordinating the day, to Cameron Moffett and Heather Bird of English Heritage, Robert Milton of the Churches Conservation Trust, and the staff of the Mytton and Mermaid Hotel, Atcham, where participants enjoyed a convivial lunch.
In addition, thanks to the good offices of Neil Stratford, the Association embarked on its first overseas study day. The year marked the 1100th anniversary of the founding of the Abbey of SS Peter and Paul at Cluny, in recognition of which a major exhibition was held within the former monastic precincts entitled Cluny, apogée de l’art roman. Neil generously offered to conduct a Study Day for the BAA at Cluny on Tuesday, 7 September, with the morning spent at the exhibition, and the afternoon at the chapelle des moines at Berzé-la-Ville. The day was attended by 16 members, 2 of whom were awarded scholarships, and we are immensely grateful to Neil for illuminating the day with his unrivalled knowledge of Cluny, and to Alexandra Gajewski for her invaluable help on the ground.
Two further study days are planned for 2011; a day dedicated to medieval stained glass at York, and a day on Lichfield Cathedral in the Autumn. 
The Brick Section of the British Archaeological Association, formerly affiliated to the British Brick Society, has been dissolved, though the Association maintains good relations with the Society, and the arrangement whereby any life member of the Association might join the British Brick Society at no cost will continue to be honoured. The British Brick Society held its Annual General Meeting on Saturday 12 June in Reading, followed by a tour of brick buildings in the town. The Association is represented on the Council for British Archaeology by David Stocker, on the York Archaeological Trust by Professor Peter Lock, on the Committee for the British Archaeological Awards by Laurence Keen, and on the Standing Conference of National Period Societies by Dr Ron Baxter. Laurence Keen represents the Association on The Standing Conference on Portable Antiquities. 
The members of the Association continue to enjoy the privilege of reading in the library of the Society of Antiquaries. The reciprocal arrangement whereby the Association and the Royal Archaeological Institute allow attendance at each other’s lectures also continues. The Association was much saddened to hear of the death of Corinne Bennett in July.
5. PUBLICATIONS. The Journal of the British Archaeological Association for 2010 (Volume 163) included articles on an Early Medieval Sculptural Fragment from Ingleby, Evesham Abbey, and the capital sculpture at Wells Cathedral. It was distributed to members in October 2010. 
6. THE OCHS SCHOLARSHIP. The Ochs Scholarship, set up with a generous bequest from Miss Maud Lilian Ochs, is intended to enable students and other scholars to complete theses and research projects. The Council was delighted to award the first scholarships in May, 1995. From the fifteen applications received for the 2010 scholarship two awards were made:

All but five of the thirty-three 1995-2009 scholars have now completed their theses or research projects - three of them current and two (for 1996 and 1998) abandoned. Advertisements for the 2011 scholarships were circulated in late 2010. 
7. FUTURE CONFERENCES. The Council has agreed on a provisional programme for future conferences. Although the precise dates of the later conferences have yet to be decided, the cities and regions covered will be Krakow (3-7 July, 2011), Norwich (7-11 July, 2012), Chichester (July, 2013) and Aberdeen (July, 2014).
The second of the International Romanesque Conferences will be held in Palermo from 16-18 April, 2012, on the theme 'Romanesque and the Mediterranean'. Thereafter, the Museum of Catalan Art in Barcelona (MNAC) has indicated it would be prepared to host the Conference in 2014.

Following the passing of the Charities Act 2006, there must be an identifiable benefit to the public, or a section of the public, arising from the work of charities. The Association's Council confirms it has referred to the Charity Commission's guidance on public benefit and the interpretation and preservation of British history and heritage when reviewing the Association's aims, and in planning its activities as well as our scholarship awards policy for the year.
